Using the 2110 Strainer Handle it is the 
ideal way to tension high tensile fence wire 
and braces.  Each in-line wire strainer will 
keep 4000 feet of high tensile fence wire 
tight, decrease by 500 feet for each end or 
corner.  Use 1 in-line strainer per high 
tensile wire.  Depending on the 
configuration of the fence, you may need 
more than 1 set of strainers. 

Gripple  – Use to join or tension. Serrated rollers grip wire 
and hold securely. 
3190 - Large 10 pkg 
3200 -. Medium 20 pkg 
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4110 Tension Spring  – Proper tension must be maintained on a high tensile fence to ensure that 
your animals stay within their boundaries.  A tension spring is an economical way to know how 
much tension you have on your fence.  Optimum tension of a high tensile fence should 250 
pounds per strand.  The tension spring is equipped with two notches on the spring itself.  The 
first notch indicates 150 pounds tension the second notch is 250 pounds.  After you have 
connected your In-Line Wire Strainer (4103), to the tension spring, you will use your Strainer 
Handle (2110) to ratchet or crank up the wire on the strainer which will compress the spring.  
When you see the second notch you know that you are at the proper tension.  This tension 
spring is a full strength spring.

Bekaert staples are the top of the line.  When purchasing staples it is important to remember to 
use Class 3 galvanized to prevent premature rusting of the wire.  Also by using a barbed staple 
is gives you extra holding power.  Available in 1 ¼”, 1 ½”, 1 ¾” and 2” in length.  Species of 
wood being used will help determine size of staples required. Available in 8 and 50 pound 
buckets.

6230 Double Wedge Clip Applicator  – This small tool is used to move the Double Wedge Clip(6220) 
up or down a 10-mm fiberglass rod.

Temporary fencing and Spider fencing is a good way to cross fence,  pasture subdivide, and 

rotationally graze.  It is also good for fencing ar ound cornfields, or pastureland after the crops 
have been harvested, when allowing animals to graze  the remaining nutrients. It is not 

recommended for boundary fencing.  Most temporary f encing systems do not have a high 
enough breaking strength for this use.  

Remember good fences make good neighbors, so mainta in your fences to keep your livestock 
contained . 

          
 
 

Tip:  To install your fiberglass rods evenly, pre-

mark them with a felt tip pen for ground height.  

Then when you drive them in, drive the post to 

the mark on top of the ground.  Then all you 

posts will be the proper height. 
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  6305 Galvanized Ground Rod  – ½” diameter 8’ in length.  For an electric fence 
to be effective, the electrons traveling from the energizer and along the wire must 
be able to complete their circuit, through the ground and back to the earth  
terminal on the charger. Larger energizers or exerting more power will require  
more ground rods so always install the proper amount of grounding.   Certain 
soil types and dry soil are not good conductors.  Ground rods should be installed  
at least 1 ½ times their length apart, or a minimum of 10’.  Join the ground rods  
using 6310 ground rod clamps and galvanized insulated wire.  Install your  
grounding system at least 10 feet from any existing earth systems or buildings.   
Avoid using dissimilar metals to prevent reaction.  In dry summer conditions, it  
may be necessary to install more grounding.  Remember, 90% of fence failure is  
improper grounding. 

 
6310 Ground Rod Clamp  – Ground rod clamps are used to connect from one ground rod to 
another.  Avoid problems of electrolysis by using similar metals.   

 

 
 
 6320 Single Cut Out Switch  – This switch will enable you to turn the energizer off at any point 

in the fence.  This will eliminate walking great distances to turn the power off to repair or check 
your fences.  This handy unit is also excellent for turning the power off to a bottom wire if snow 
load becomes to heavy.
